- In groups of six, students will go through a circuit of hitting activities working on contact, accuracy and power. 


	Teacher discusses how to underhand pitch and the mechanics. Remaining in their groups, student pair off and practice pitching 5 to 10 yards apart.

1 - Pitcher underhand pitches 5 times to catcher. Ball should be pitched to strike zone. Take turns continuously.
2 - Catcher signals whether it is a left or right handed batter, short or tall.

3 - Attempt pitching from further and faster. 
Students come to center to discuss the four stations: Batting Tee Station, Grounders Hitting Station, Power Hitting Station and Batting Cage Station. Staying in their previous groups of six, they are sent to their stations. Rotate at 5 minutes. 
Station 1: Batting Tee - Using a tee, 2 students will bat. 1 student will be catcher next to the batters and the rest will be fielders. After 5 hits, they switch roles. 

Station 2: Grounder Hitting - Using a tee or Fungo hitting, two students will hit on top of ball to grounder the ball. Hitters will signal who they are hitting to before hitting. 5 turns each. 
Station 3: Power Hitting - Students will Fungo hit a ball as far as they can to all the students in the field. Students take 5 turns each before switching. 
Station 4: Batting Cage - 3 students will be batting, 3 students will be tossing from the side. Pointing towards the fence, students will toss ball to hitter and hit to fence.

	2.0 Main Activity
Home-Run Derby (Batting Strategy):
- Students join another group of four to make two teams of four. Four students will be batting team while other four will be fielding team. By throwing the ball, the batting team will try to run around the bases before the fielding team throws the ball to 1B, 2B, 3B and Home.  Focus is on base running and playing to the gaps.
Double Plays (Fielding Strategy):
- In their groups of four, students will learn the basics of a double play as well as positional switches between the SS and 2B. 
 Two Inning Game of Softball:
- In two equal teams, students will play a short game of Softball.  


	Students come back to center circle. Teacher discusses batting strategy for base running and looking for gaps. 
1 - After ball is thrown, the player must run around all the bases and get home before ball comes back to them. Runners want to run out wide and then cut the bases rather than straight to them. When throwing, can decide whether to bunt it down the line or aim for the gaps.
2 - Do not have to run around all bases but must make it to base before ball goes home. 

3 - Must run to base before ball is thrown. 

Teacher brings them back to center. Explain and demonstrate Double Play drills. 
1- In their groups, one student will be at the pitching mound and others lined up in short stop or 2nd base position. Drill has two conditions:

Condition 1: Pitcher throws grounder to 2B, SS takes base and 2B throws the ball to SS.

Condition 2: Pitcher throws grounder to SS, 2B takes base and SS throws ball to 2B.

2 - Introduce a first baseman. Depending where ball goes, repeat drill above and then throw to first to perform either a 4-6-3 or 6-4-3 double play. Switch roles after five turns on each side. 
Teacher sets up field and creates two equal teams. Students make a batting order and will play small game.
1 - Students will create a batting order and will follow it for both innings. Players will play through the whole batting order, not 3 out rule. The batting team will only be out if ball is caught in the air, ball beats the runner to base, does not tag up on caught ball or is tagged running.  A pitcher will pitch to the batter. Each team will get two opportunities to hit and bat.

	2.0 Main Activity
Game of Softball:

- In two equal teams, students will play a game of Softball with modified rules.  


	1 - Students will implement their batting order and will follow it for as many innings played. Players will play through the whole batting order, not 3 out rule. The batting team will only be out if ball is caught in the air, ball beats the runner to base, does not tag up on caught ball or is tagged running.  A pitcher will pitch to the batter. When switching positions, students will be asked to rotate positions.

2 - If game is progressing well, introduce 3 out rule.

3 - At the end of the tournament, students will get in a line and congratulate every other team by high fives and clapping. 
Students get water, Teacher clears playing area. Students stand at end line and explain/demonstrate next activity.
